1. Select your Pilgrims course, check availability with Pilgrims and make a preliminary reservation

2. Pilgrims will send you a letter of acceptance for pre-registration and a course information sheet for 
your application. 

3. Download a Comenius Application Form. 
4. Attach the pre-registration form and a course information sheet to the Comenius Application Form 

and send it to your National Agency. 
5. Apply to your National Agency for a grant for the course. 
6. You must advise Pilgrims immediately if your application for funding has not been approved and it is 

necessary to cancel your reservation. 
7. Should your application be approved please make payment for your course either by bank transfer
