Through hands-on  workshops, collaborative
tasks, reflection, participants will experiment with
multimodal literacies, discover ways to integrate
technology responsibly, design lessons that flow
and cater to the needs of diverse students. A
strong emphasis is given to teacher wellbeing
and developing inclusive practices with care and
empathy.

By the end of the course participants will leave
with a personalised toolkit of resources, strategies,
and approaches which can be applied immediately
across all subjects and educational contexts.
